The RTI ACT 989 seeks to foster a culture of transparency
and accountability in public affairs and to provide for related
matters through Access to Information .

headed by an Information Officer pursuant to Section 3 ( 3 ) (b)
of the RTI ACT 989 which shall deal with all requests under
this ACT to guarantee our constitutional right to information.
